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OPERATING & SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

EASIBATH HI-LIFT
Bathing should be a relaxing and enjoyable process. However it is important for safety that these instructions are read carefully and displayed prominently with the bath and their contents made known to all carers and users of the bath. These instructions relate only to the basic Easibath. Separate instructions are available for use of the Whirlpool Hydrotherapy System (if fitted) and the powered raise/lower frame (if fitted) and the fixed-height Easibath. In addition a Kingkraft User Manual is supplied with each bath. The bath should be serviced at least once per year by a competent individual and more frequently if hard water is a problem. The bath and the whirlpool (if fitted) must be cleaned and disinfected regularly and instructions are supplied.

If there is any doubt about safety when using the bath, please contact the manufacturer immediately for advice.
To Lower Bath Side
· Turn locking handle to unlocked position
· Turn opening handle upright

· Let the bath side down

To Lift Bath Side

· Push or pull the bath side up

· Turn opening handle to closed position

· Turn locking handle to locked position

To Raise Bath (Manually operated foot pedal version only - for powered raise/lower, please see separate instructions).



Pump the "raise" pedal fully up and down to desired height first taking care that the raising operation will not trap anybody or damage adjacent equipment.

To Lower Bath (Manually operated foot pedal version only - for powered raise lower, please see separate instructions.)



Press "lower" pedal down until desired height is reached, similarly first checking that the lowering operation will not cause damage to individuals or adjacent equipment.

BATH MATTRESS

TO SECURE THE MATTRESS(ES)

(a) Ensure the bath bottom and mattress are clean

(b) Place mattress on bottom and side(s) of bath

(c) Run a small amount of water into bath

(d) Press mattress on to base and side(s) to ensure suckers adhere to bath

TO REMOVE THE MATTRESS(ES)

(a) Carefully peel each sucker off in turn taking care not to ‘rip’ the suckers away.

THE TEMPERATURE OF THE WATER SUPPLY TO THE BATH AND SHOWER IS CONTROLLED BY A HIGH QUALITY THERMOSTATIC MIXER UNIT. HOWEVER THE TEMPERATURE OF THE WATER MUST BE INDEPENDENTLY ASCERTAINED ON EVERY OCCASION THE BATH IS USED BY USING A CALIBRATED THERMOMETER OR OTHER RELIABLE MEANS. THE MIXER VALVES MUST BE SERVICED REGULARLY BY A COMPETENT PERSON. REFER IMMEDIATELY TO THE MANUFACTURER IF THE WATER IS TOO COLD OR TOO HOT AND DO NOT USE UNTIL THE PROBLEM IS CORRECTED.

To Fill Bath

Turn the wall or panel-mounted control knob with the bath icon fully anti-clockwise.  

This gives a maximum temperature of 43deg.C. (If fitted as an optional extra, turn control knob with bath icon at the end of the bath, allowing water to run to the desired depth).


If the temperature needs adjusting turn the knob on the wall-mounted unit clockwise until the desired temperature is obtained - allowing time for the mixed water to run through the system.

To Use Hand Shower Unit

Turn wall or panel-mounted control knob with the shower icon to control water temperature and flow. The maximum temperature of the shower water is set less than the bath. If fitted as an optional extra, turn control knob on end of the bath allowing water to run through the shower. Twist showerhead to regulate spray.









BATH CLEANING
The Easibath is made from stain free plastic and requires only a very mild non-abrasive cleaning agent to keep it clean.  The backrest can be removed for cleaning by sliding it forward and lifting it off the location pegs

UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES MUST ACID OR BLEACH BASED CLEANERS BE USED TO CLEAN THIS BATH. TO DO SO INVALIDATES YOUR GUARANTEE

KINGKRAFT RECOMMEND THAT YOUR EASIBATH SHOULD BE CLEANED WITH TRIGENE WHICH IS AVAILABLE FROM KINGKRAFT

GENERAL CLEANING / DISINFECTION

Use TRIGENE trigger spray TR101 pre diluted to 1:10

Leave for five minutes before rinsing off.

To Lower Bath Side



Turn locking handle to unlocked position



Turn opening handle upright



Let the bath side down

To Lift Bath Side



Push or pull the bath side up



Turn opening handle to closed position



Turn locking handle to locked position

BATH MATTRESS

TO SECURE THE MATTRESS(ES)

(a) Ensure the bath bottom and mattress are clean

(b) Place mattress on bottom and side(s) of bath

(c) Run a small amount of water into bath

(d) Press mattress on to base and side(s) to ensure suckers adhere to bath

TO REMOVE THE MATTRESS(ES)

(a) Carefully peel each sucker off in turn taking care not to ‘rip’ the suckers away.

THE MIXER VALVES MUST BE SERVICED REGULARLY BY A COMPETENT PERSON. REFER IMMEDIATELY TO THE MANUFACTURER IF THE WATER IS TOO COLD OR TOO HOT AND DO NOT USE UNTIL THE PROBLEM IS CORRECTED.

To Fill Bath

Turn the wall or panel-mounted control knob with the bath icon fully anti-clockwise. This gives a maximum temperature of 43deg.C. (If fitted as an optional extra, turn control knob with bath icon at the end of the bath, allowing water to run to the desired depth). If the temperature needs adjusting turn the knob on the wall-mounted unit clockwise until the desired temperature is obtained - allowing time for the mixed water to run through the system.

To Use Hand Shower Unit

Turn wall or panel-mounted control knob with the shower icon to control water temperature and flow. The maximum temperature of the shower water is set less than the bath. If fitted as an optional extra, turn control knob on end of the bath allowing water to run through the shower.

Twist shower head to regulate spray.









BATH CLEANING
The Easibath is made from stain free plastic and requires only a very mild non-abrasive cleaning agent to keep it clean.  The backrest can be removed for cleaning by sliding it forward and lifting it off the location pegs
